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Put the matched cone set on the mast withont any coating of greasé on the
2 halves to "hold 'em in place.”

How come? Well, the motion of the head in flight will squeeze the grease
out. You'll lose the 520-780 foot-pounds torque on the mast retaining nut.

‘Tain't exactly a comforting feeling to lose torque on the “J” nut that holds
the big fan on! The groove in the mast will hold the conc set.

If, per chance, you should drop the cone set, you can’t tell if there’s internal
damage. So, play it safe by scrapping the set and using a new one.

The same deal goes for d:rtallmmrmn: sct, for the same reasons. Put the
split cone sct on the gear box shafe, dry,
